Vide the above referred circular, the facility for storage of empty 

containers at concessional charges at designated areas and other CFS areas 

was extended for a period of one year from 18.02.2016.  Further, the SOR has 

been revised with effect from 19.08.2016 and the storage charges as per 

revised SOR levied w.e.f. 19.08.2016.

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2. The Board has now accorded sanction for the concessional storage 

charges for storage of empty containers at CFS areas as modified w.e.f. 

18.02.2017 as under :

These concessional rates shall not apply for containers handled in Docks 

proper. 

4. The above concessional charges shall be valid for one year w.e.f. 

18.02.2017.
