FIRST AID — ELECTRIC SHOCK / INJURIES

e A person getting electric shock needs to be disconnected from
the source of power immediately. The disconnecting
switch/breaker should be identified and turned off.

e Unfortunately, if the connected device cannot be located, the
victim can be pried or pulled from the circuit by an insulated
object such as dry wood board, piece of non-metallic conduit
or rubber electrical cord, etc.

¢ Do not attempt first aid until electric contact has been broken.
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Immediate medical response should be provided to victims i.e.
check for breathing and pulse, then apply Cardio-pulmonary
Resuscitation (CPR) as necessary to maintain oxygenation.

If a victim is still conscious, he needs to be closely monitored
and cared-for until trained emergency response personnel
arrive.

The victim should be kept warm and comfortable to avoid
danger of physiological shock.
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
