CIRCULAR

Sub : Vessels carrying hazar dous car go

For all vessels engaged in carrying explosive cargoes within Mumba Port, it is
mandatory for the Agent to give a declaration of the cargo onboard prior to the vessel
arriving at Mumbai, the details of cargo operations to be carried out at Mumbai and the
details of cargo onboard before departure.

On departure, details of actual cargo operations carried out in the Port of Mumbai is
also to be declared in writing.

Thisis aso to reiterate that the amount of explosives carried on any one vessel as per
the Government Gazette of 1959 cannot exceed 500 MTs. Failure to comply with the above,
will entail the vessel being denied entry into Port of Mumbai or denial of services for the
loading or unloading of explosive cargo.

This declaration is to be made to (i) Controller of Explosives, Navi Mumbai
(i) Genera Manager, Naval Armament Depot, Indian Navy, Mumbai (iii) Capt. Deepak
Kapoor, Sr. Nautical Surveyor cum Dy. Director General of Shipping, DG Shipping,
Mumbai and the Harbour Master, Mumbai Port Trust.
