2. It has now been decided to continue the above facility for a 
further period of one year effective from 01.8.2010 for long term 
storage of Import bagged cargo of Yellow Peas and Raw Sugar in 
notified areas upto a maximum period of 180 days, on recovery 
of charges as detailed below:
