‘GRT’ means Gross Registered Tonnage of Measeper the Ship’s Registry or the International
Tonnage Certificate issued by the competent autbsror a declaration from Defence Authorities
in respect of war ships/ Naval ships.

“Cold Move” shall mean the movement of thesgels without the main engines in operation.

“Reefer Container” shall mean a refrigeratedntainer used for carriage of perishable goodks wi
provision for electrical supply to maintain the ided temperature.

“Hazardous Container” shall mean a contairmmtaining hazardous goods as classified under IMO.

“Transhipment” shall mean any cargo not oréiyn manifested for the port of Mumbai, but landed
at Mumbai and subsequently reshipped to other ports

“Transhipment container” shall mean any eamér, which is discharged from one vessel, stared
the yard and transported by road, rail or by seauthh other vessel.

“Free period” shall mean the period duringpieh cargo/container shall be allowed storage friee
demurrage charges and this period shall excluded&iis), customs holidays and Port's non-
working days.

“Over dimensional container” shall mean antainer carrying overdimensional cargo beyond the
normal size of standard containers and needingiapaevices like slings, shackles, lifting beam
etc. They also include damaged containers and tthes which require special devices.

“Shut out Container” shall mean a contaimdrich enters into the port as an export intakedor
particular vessel (as indicated by the Vessel ifieation Advice Number i.e. VIA No.) and is not
connected to the particular vessel for reasonssebatr.

“Demurrage” shall mean charges payable foragie of cargo within port premises beyond free
period, as specified in the scale of rates.

“Full Container Load” (FCL) shall mean a cairter containing cargo belonging to one consignee
in the vessel's manifest.
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“Less than a Container Load” (LCL) shall nmea container containing cargo belonging to more
than one consignee in the vessel’'s manifest.

“Cruise Vessel” shall mean any vessel garg passengers for an ocean trip taken for pleasur
calling at ports and other than pleasure yachts.

Vessel Completion Date (VCD) means the datewhich import operations of the vessel is fully
completed.

General Terms and Conditions

The status of the vessals borne out by its certification by the Customshe Director General of
Shipping shall be the deciding factor for its classificatias‘coastal or ‘foreign-going for the
purpose of levying vessel related chargasd the nature of cargo or its origin will not be ofya
relevance for this purpose

(a). A foreign going vessel of IndiaFlag having a General Trading Licence camvert

(a). All dollar denominated tariff will be ecovered in Indian Rupees after conversion of
charges in dollar terms into its equivalent IndRupees at the market buying rate notified
by the Reserve Bank of India, State Bank of Indidt® associates or any other Public
Sector banks as may be specified from time to time.

(b). The day of entry of the vessel into port Ienghall be reckoned as the day for such
conversion. In respect of charges on containeesgd#ty of entry of the vessel in the case of
import containers and the day of arrival of corgagninto the port in the case of export
containers shall be reckoned as the day for suehersion.

(c). A regular review of exchange rate shall be enadce in 30 days from the date of arrival in
the cases of vessels staying in the port for lopgeiod. The basis of billing shall change
prospectively with reference to the appropriatehexge rate prevailing at the time of
review.

Users will not be required to pay charges detays beyond a reasonable level attributabldn¢o t
port.
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(V). Interest on delayed payments / refunds

(a). The user shall pay penal interest on delayed patgrad Port shall pay penal interest on
delayed refundat the rate of 13.00% per annum.

(b). The delay in payments by user will be courliegiond 10 days after the date of raising the
bills. This provision will not apply to the casehere payment is to be made before
availing of the services / use of port propertiestipulated in the MPT Act, 1963 and / or
prescribed as a condition in the tariff.

The rates prescribed in the Scale ofeRa#rre ceiling levels; likewise, rebates and
discounts are floor levels. The port may, if itdesires, charge lower rates and/or allow
higher rebates and discounts.

(b). The port may , if it so desires, rationalihe prescribed conditionalities governing the
application of rates prescribed in the Scale ofRaft such rationalisation gives relief to
the user in rate per unit and the unit rates pitesdrin the Scale of Rates do not exceed
the ceiling level.

(c) The port should notify the public such lowertesa and/or rationalisation of the
conditionalities governing the application of sueltes and continue to notify the public
any further changes in such lower rates and/orhim ¢onditionalities governing the
application of such rates provided the new rate=dfishall not exceed the rates notified by
the TAMP.
